
Terra Summer Residency 2008 : June 16 to August 10

For the eighth consecutive year, the Terra Foundation for American Art is offering ten
summer fellowships to artists and scholars from the United States and Europe. These
fellowships are awarded to doctoral students engaged in research on American art and to
artists who have completed their studies at masters level (or the equivalent). Each Terra
Summer Fellow is provided with lodging and study or studio space, daily lunches and a
program consisting of independent study, meetings and seminars. During their eight-week
stay, senior artists and scholars are in residence to mentor the fellows and to pursue their own
work.

Apart from the logistical support offered by the Foundation staff members, the ongoing
curatorial and educational activities of the museum form a framework for the individual
research and creative projects of the Terra Summer Fellows.
In addition, Giverny is located less than an hour from Paris, thus providing fellows with the
limitless cultural and academic resources of the French capital.

Eligibility

Applicants must be nominated by a senior professor at an academic institution and must fall
within one of the following categories:

¥ American and European doctoral candidates researching a subject that contains a
significant American art component, or that examines artistic exchange between
America and Europe. Candidates should be at an advanced stage of their doctoral
research and writing.

¥ American and European artists having completed a masters program (or its equivalent)
in mixed media and/or painting.

All applicants are expected to be fluent in English. Knowledge of French is desirable but not
required.



Application Process

Applicants must submit an official Terra Summer Residency Application Form together with
the following supporting documents:

!  A letter of purpose (limited to 2,000 words) outlining the aspects of the work to be
accomplished during the residency period and the specific benefits that the
residency program would provide.

!  Curriculum vitae (limited to 10 pages).
!  A letter of recommendation from the applicantÕs dissertation advisor, teacher or,

(in the case of artist applicants), former teacher, that addresses not only the
applicantÕs scholarship and stage of study, but also his/her ability to both benefit
from and add to this community of scholars and artists.

!  A letter of recommendation from one other individual.
!  Scholar applicants should include a detailed statement of their research project

limited to 4,000 words.
!  Artist applicants should include a separate artistÕs statement limited to one page

and a portfolio (in duplicate) consisting of a maximum of 12 images - photostats,
photographs, small drawings, slides or other examples of the applicantÕs work - as
well as a list detailing title, dimensions and medium of each work. Each image
should be clearly numbered and labeled to correspond with the accompanying
image list and this material should be sent in paper format or on CDRom (JPEG
file).

Artists should note that portfolios must not be stapled but can be bound
in a removable binding or file.

Application forms together  with all suppor ting documents (except for  letter s of
recommendation and ar tistsÕ por tfolios) must be in English and should be sent in a
single dossier.

Application deadline: January 15, 2008

Applications and supporting documents should be sent by electronic mail or by mail by
January 15, 2008, in order to be considered. Electronic transmission is preferred.

Reference letters should be sent directly to the Foundation/Museum by the author and must be
postmarked by January 15 or bear a fax or e-mail date mark indicating receipt on or before
January 15.

Electronic material should be sent to tsr@terraamericanart.org  and must bear an e-mail date
mark indicating receipt on or before January 15, 2008.

Living conditions

Funding

Terra Summer Residency fellows are awarded a stipend of US$5,000 and artists an additional
$200 for the purchase of materials.

Housing

Fellows and Senior Scholars are provided with individual bedrooms in recently renovated
houses adjacent to the MusŽe dÕArt AmŽricain and the center of the Terra Summer Residency
activities in the village of Giverny. The houses offer comfortable interior common spaces
with computer and telephone facilities, fully equipped kitchens, laundry facilities and
extensive gardens.

Daily lunches are provided during the residency period. Dinner and breakfast are self-catering
in the houses. There are several restaurants in the Giverny area and a wide variety of shops in
the town of Vernon only 4km (2.5 miles) away.

Work facilities

The museum auditorium and conference room are made available for all residency activities.
In addition, each bedroom is equipped with a workspace and telephone, linked to a local
computer network and benefiting from an ADSL internet connection and access to laser
printers.



Seminar and conference facilities

Fellows are requested to bring their own laptop computers where possible but the Foundation
can provide extra laptop computers if necessary. Fax and photocopying facilities are available
in the Terra Summer Residency office.

There is an American art history library of about 4,000 volumes.

Studios and gardens

Situated in a small, nineteenth century building, the artistsÕ studios are equipped with easels
and shelving. However, artists should bring their own tools and materials. They should also
note that the Terra Summer Residency does not provide sophisticated computer imaging
equipment for the use of the fellows.
